Bee and Embroidery Museum: 

 Preparation of carob syrup, zivania distillation, tasting of 14 local products. 

 Free entry to the museum. 

Ktima Christoudia : 

 Visit to the vineyard, guided tour of the winery, tasting of dishes and wine. 

 Bus transportation to and from the winery (13:00-16:00). 

The event will conclude with a performance by the "Perkallos" Dance Ensemble at the 

community amphitheater (16:30). 

Local products will be sold by producers in the narrow streets.

On September 27th and 28th, a Festive Vespers and Divine Liturgy will be held at the 

chapel of Saint Neophytos. During the services, a relic of the Saint will be available for 

veneration.
